[Accessible Hours] From sunrise to sunset
»Hours vary by season.
>During dim or nighttime hours due to time or weather conditions, the risk of
encountering wild boars is extremely high, so please avoid using the trail.

(Precautions)

While daytime wild boar activity has not been confirmed, complete safety cannot be guaranteed.

Please take individual precautions such as carrying animal deterrent bells and pay careful attention

to your surroundings while walking. Wearing earphones or headphones is extremely dangerous as

you may not hear sounds of animals moving or their warning calls.

[If You Encounter Wild Animals]

* Move away slowly without provoking them.

* Do not approach or chase them.
* Do not attack or startle them.
* Do not feed them.

The same applies when encountering young wild boars or bears.

They may appear cute and harmless, but their parents may be nearby.

XIf bears or other animals are spotted in the area, the trail may be closed
immediately without prior notice.
